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DEBBIE’S DESK

As a follower of Jesus and a parish priest, one of the most important principles for me is that we model radical inclusion.  Put simply, each one of us is a sinner REDEEMED, a beloved child of God, which gives us inherent dignity.  The Christian Church needs to be a place of lavish and generous grace.
This is the reason we practice an “Open Table” in our Eucharistic hospitality at St. Paul’s.  What that means is that any and all are invited to receive the sacrament, the bread and wine, the Body and Blood of Jesus.  The theology is simple.  God honours each and every one of us; the few who are deeply committed to the life of St. Paul’s, those baptized within the Anglican tradition, through to those who may be curious guests at a worship service.  A favourite quote of mine is by pastoral theologian John Maxwell: “People behave their way into faith.”
All of us are called to create evangelizing communities.  Knowing the Love of God in Christ Jesus we want to share with all people the power of the Holy Spirit.  We want another to know the profound peace of being saved.  And to embrace a value system that challenges us to live with meaning, purpose and integrity.
It is on this backdrop that I share my thoughts with you about General Synod this past July 2019.  I do this by beginning with a brief statement made by our Diocesan Bishop, The Rt. Rev. Andrew Absil.  (You can find this on our diocesan website:  www.toronto.anglican.ca)
“Our meeting of General Synod has now come to a close. Over the last week, we have been engaged in much hard work, and made some very important decisions together.
“We welcomed with great joy our new Primate, Archbishop Linda Nicholls, who is a great friend to the Diocese of Toronto.  We have made great strides in supporting the self-determining Indigenous church, acknowledging that there is still much work to be done in the ministry of reconciliation, which began with the heartfelt apology for the spiritual abuses inflicted on our First People by the Church.  These were powerful and Grace-filled moments at General Synod.
“On Friday, however, the motion to change the marriage canon to include same-sex marriage failed to meet the threshold of a 2/3 majority in the House of Bishops. This was a devastating moment, not just for our LGBTQ2S community members, their families and their friends, but for the vast majority of General Synod members, myself included.
“The Synod did affirm that faithful Anglicans may “hold, teach and exercise” different views of marriage which include same-sex couples.  The House of Bishops, in its subsequent statement, affirmed the need for local option.  I will therefore continue to offer pastoral guidelines for same-sex marriage in the Diocese of Toronto.  If your parish feels called to offer marriage to same-sex couples, please follow, for now, the current guidelines, write to me, ask for permission, and I will grant it.
“It’s important to remember that there are many faithful Anglicans, clergy and laity and parishes in this diocese, that hold to the traditional view of marriage.  You have, and will always have, a cherished place in this Diocese.  It is clear that God is not finished with this matter in the Church, and it is important for all of us to pull together in these tumultuous times.
“At my installation as your bishop, I pledged to walk with you – to walk with all of you.  And know that I continue to hold to that promise, that we may pull together, work together, pray together, that we may be the People of God in the Diocese of Toronto, that we will always walk in the footsteps of our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ.
“I will have more to say in the fall about General Synod and about our way forward, but in the meantime, I would ask that you pray for each other, hold each other with generosity of spirit, with grace and with love.  Pray with me.  Pray for me. And pray for each other.  Thank you.”
In the Anglican Church we are governed by our Constitution and Canons.  Our practice around Christian Marriage is found in Canon 21.  A change to Canon Law requires two consecutive synods to approve the motion in all three houses by a two-thirds majority.  In other words, we vote in “houses” -- laity, clergy and bishops.  
The vote required a two-thirds majority in all three “houses” to pass and it didn’t get it.  The House of Laity voted 81 per cent to approve it, the House of Priests voted 72 per cent to approve it, but the House of Bishops voted 62 per cent.  So even though the majority of Bishops were in favour of it passing, it still failed as it didn’t meet the two-thirds majority and the entire proposal failed.
(Listed above are the percentages, however, the actual number of votes details the crucial problem with our present system.  Many are now calling for a change to our governance system itself.  Laity 89/21, Clergy 60/22, Bishops 23/14 with two abstentions (and three bishops with serious health issues which prevented them from being present.  All three were “yes.”)
As one bishop bluntly put is, “We did have something in our back pocket in case this was the result.
Part of the dialogue in the larger Church over the past 40 years leading up to this vote has been discussion on whether Christian Marriage is core doctrine or pastoral theology.  Core doctrine is what we agree defines us as Anglican people of faith.  Pastoral theology is the practice of exercising our faith including our understanding of how we administer the Sacraments of the Church.  It has been resolved that our marriage practice is of a different level of significance than our belief that “Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again.”  Sacraments are pastoral theology.
For this reason, many dioceses have offered the Blessing of Same-Sex couples for several years.  It falls to each bishop to make the decision within her/his area.  After General Synod 2019, this practice will continue and indeed some will now offer such to show our support for the LGBTQ2 community.
I was devastated by this outcome.  I believe that secular society can be prophetic and sometimes the Christian Church needs to listen to the culture.  Any teenager will tell us “Get with it.  Love is love.  There are so many more important issues to discuss.”  It is right that we are intentional and follow due process before there is any change within the Church.  We have done this for over forty years.  I believe this vote caused harm to the Church in our culture by making us look outdated and judgemental.  It played into the fears and misconceptions that so many have about us as Christian people.
As I wrote previously, at St. Paul’s our mission is to reach out to people and touch them with the love of Christ undergirds all we do.  I will be asking our Diocesan Bishop for permission for us to become an affirming church.  This means that if a same-sex couple connected with our parish follows the process we practise around weddings, that couple will be treated exactly like any man and woman who ask for The Blessing and Celebration of Holy Matrimony.
More to come about this when I return from my Sabbath leave.

PART I:  Financial Progress
Summer always brings its challenges to the church finances.  With people away, Sunday collection is often smaller than what it is in the spring and fall.  One recent Sunday the collection totalled $392.00.  

The church’s expenses continue during the summer and we need to have the income coming in so that we can stay afloat financially.  I like to see our regular Sunday church collection in the area of at least $1,000.00 each week.  This is what it costs us to keep our bills paid.

As I write this report mid-way through August, I have the complete financial picture correct as of July 31, 2019.  Our income has been $121,175.99 for the first seven months; our expenses during this period have been $122,892.56.  This creates an operational deficit of $1,716.57.

We are only partway through August.  I hope the new concept of a Corn Roast on August 24 produces some new revenue to help make August a good month.

At the same time, the Toronto Diocese bills us approximately $9,600.00 each month to cover the Diocesan Allotment, and Rev. Debbie’s stipend.  Since May we have not been able to fully pay this amount, and the total amount owed to the Toronto Diocese continues to increase.

With September approaching, I do hope that church attendance will increase and make our weekly collection much larger.  As well, during the fall, we have some special events as fundraisers which often allows us to catch up somewhat, but it is always a challenge to completely recover.


PART II:  FundScrip

We initiated the FundScrip program last October, and to date it has raised some money for us.  We really need everyone to help support this program in order to make it more successful.

Arts, Architecture, and Crafts.
At the end of my Library report in the last edition of The St. Paul’s Chronicle I mentioned that in August I would take down the June-July display of things Canadian and put up one that dealt with crafts and other arts.  
Among the crafts are books on crocheting and knitting shawls, which might prove handy to the Prayer Shawl group.  Two of the book covers are shown on posters in the church hall.  Another craft is string art, or Cats’ Cradle.
Architecture is represented by 3 books and as many DVDs, as well as a video showing churches.  The book Timpson’s Country Churches is an enjoyable look at many English church buildings with interesting features outside cities and cathedrals.  I might add that the author is not related to George and me.

Art includes drama and we have a series of plays using Biblical stories in the book Fearless Pharaoh Foo-foo.  There are three other books of drama as well, 
[image: ]including the scripts for two movies in our collection.

We also have books and DVDs on works by famous artists.  The Raphael Bible, for example, shows some of the paintings that Raphael did on the walls of the Loggia in the Vatican.  When Catherine the Great of Russia was collecting works by the Great Masters, she wanted to buy the Loggia to set up in the Hermitage with the rest of her purchases.  The Vatican refused, but that didn’t stop Catherine.  She sent a team of artists and draftsmen to copy the work and reproduce it in her museum!  This being in the days before copyright, she got away with her little scheme.				“Mother knitted it!”

The movie The Agony and the Ecstasy shows how Michelangelo painted the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel.  If you want to see the finished product, look at the four-page spread in The Renaissance.  And he said he couldn’t paint!
Another artist, famous for his etchings and woodcuts, was Gustave Dore.  Scenes from the Bible shows some of Dore’s illustrations of Bible stories.  Another work that this artist illustrated was a special edition of Dante’s The Divine Comedy, which the poet wrote as a sort of spiritual therapy after the death of a lady Beatrice, whom he considered his muse.  Dore did pictures facing a page of poetry.  In the 1970s, American author Frank Behrens took some of these illustrations for his little book Dante’s Infernal Guide to Your School   
October: What’s in the Bible?
You may have noticed that there are several different translations of the Bible on the top shelves of both the Adult and the Young People’s sections of the Library.  There are also study helps, particularly on the shelves in the Library Annex in the book case beside the elevator.  We also have, thanks to Father Ken Rouguska, 3 loose leaf books containing CDs of readings from the Bible.  There is also a history of how we got the Bible in English by a St. Pauian.  
Besides these, there are DVDs like the movie The KJB, telling the story of the making of the King James version of the Bible.  There are movies about earlier translators of the Book, too.  You will also find some of the series Buck Denver Asks What’s in the Bible? (to which I shall add as time by).
November: After the War Was Over
 Corrie ten Boom, once hostilities had ceased after World War II, set out on her peace-keeping mission as told in her book Tramp for the Lord.  Other books like The Devil’s Arithmetic, I Am David, Hannah’s Suitcase, and Anthem for Doomed Youth tell of experiences after “the guns fell silent”.  Pray God there is never a World War III.  Movies like Romanoff and Juliet and Walk, Don’t Run suggest that there’s hope for peace.
